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FOREWORD

The year 2024 has been one of remarkable achievements, driven by key initiatives across our five major sectors: education,
natural sciences, social and human sciences, culture, and communication and information. This year, we not only expanded
the scope of our activities but also reached a historic milestone in preserving and promoting our cultural heritage. We have
remained unwavering in our commitment to safeguarding, conserving, and transmitting Mongolia’s invaluable natural and
cultural treasures.

A significant focus has been placed on enhancing and promoting our UNESCO-listed heritage sites, as well as nominating
new sites to ensure their protection and global recognition. It is with great pride that we present an overview of these
accomplishments to our esteemed readers.

Mongolia had the honor of hosting the UNESCO Memory of the World Regional Committee for the Asia-Pacific (MOWCAP) for
the first time in our nation’s history. During this event, we successfully inscribed two invaluable pieces of documentary heritage
into UNESCO's Memory of the World Register: The Family Chart of Hereditary Lords of the Khalkha Mongols, the House of
Genghis Khan and Mongolia’s first postage stamps, known as Eldev Ochir.

In December 2024, UNESCO officially added Mongol Nomadic Migration and Its Associated Traditions—a proud cultural
heritage passed down through generations of nomadic Mongolians for thousands of years—to the Representative List of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. Additionally, Mongolia joined the multinational nomination of the Nawrouz/Novruz/
Navruz Festival, a heritage initially inscribed in 2009 in collaboration with 12 other countries. With these additions, the number
of Mongolia’s entries on UNESCO's Intangible Cultural Heritage list has increased to 17 as of 2024.

Meanwhile, UNESCO'’s Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme officially designated Khar Us Nuur National Park as Mongolia’s
eleventh Biosphere Reserve, further solidifying our commitment to environmental sustainability.

In the education sector, the Mongolian National Commission for UNESCO has made significant progress in addressing the
challenges faced by children living in areas affected by extreme weather conditions, such as dzud (severe winter disasters).
Efforts have been focused on closing education gaps and improving access to quality, inclusive learning by offering online
education opportunities and proactively preparing for harsh climates.

The period from 2023 to 2024 also saw an expansion in intersectoral cooperation. Among the notable achievements was the
launch of a major project to promote sustainable tourism through cultural and geo-heritage initiatives. This initiative aims to
establish Mongolia's first geopark, marking an exciting step forward for the country.

Looking ahead, we remain committed to advancing the United Nations' Sustainable Development Goals by strengthening
multilateral actionsacross our five key sectors. Through collective efforts and dedicated hard work, we aspire to make meaningful
contributions to the development of our nation while laying a strong foundation for a future of peace and prosperity.

Mongolia, known for its extreme climate, is one of the
coldest countries in the world during winter. Severe winter
conditions, characterized by thick snow cover and freezing
temperatures, often lead to dzud disasters-natural events that
cause mass livestock deaths due to the harsh weather. These
disasters have devastating effects on herders' livelihoods and
disproportionately impact their children. The harsh winters
and springs significantly disrupt access to quality education
for childreninrural areas, affecting regular schooling activities.

Recognizing these challenges, UNESCO has prioritized
supporting the education sector through initiatives designed
to mitigate the risks posed by dzud. As part of UNESCO’s
emergency response efforts, the Mongolian National

Commission for UNESCO, in collaboration with the Ministry
of Education and the General Education Agency, distributed
over 500 laptops, tablets, data access packages, headphones,
and cameras to general education schools in six remote
soums. This initiative ensures that students can continue their
education online during school closures caused by extreme
weather conditions.

To further enhance disaster preparedness in the education
sector, reduce risks, and improve child protection services
during emergencies, UNESCO organized a two-day training
session titled “Developing Education and Preparedness Plans
for Emergencies.”

Education Agency and the National Emergency Management
Agency, the training brought together education and
emergency management specialists from 21 provinces and 9
districts. The training enhanced local capacities by providing
methods to develop disaster preparedness plans tailored
to specific local risks and climatic conditions. It also offered
guidance on adapting educational content, formats, and
methodologies to meet the needs of emergency contexts.

In addition, in collaboration with the Sustainable
Development Journalists’ Club and the “Peaceful Earth” NGO,
a series of activities was organized. These included a unified
informational meeting on winter and spring preparedness, as
well as an online campaign to raise public awareness about
sectoral policies and regulations aimed at risk prevention.
As part of the online campaign, interviews were conducted
with herder households, dormitory staff in rural areas,
psychologists, and education researchers to address pressing
issues and explore potential solutions.

With the support of UNESCO, the Mongolian National
Commission for UNESCO successfully implemented a project
in collaboration with the International Computer Driving
Licence (ICDL) in 2024 to enhance teachers’ digital skills. As
part of this initiative, five managers from Medle e-school
were trained and certified as trainer-teachers. Additionally,
20 teachers from the city and provinces participated in
training programs designed to equip them with the digital
skills necessary for online teaching and daily tasks, receiving
certificates upon completion.

The training program was conducted across three modules:
“Application,” “ICT in the Education,” and “Cybersecurity.” Each
module integrated cutting-edge IT skills and knowledge with
practical applications. A key feature of the program was the
issuance of certificates foreach module, enabling participating
teachers to improve their professional competencies, gain
international recognition, and validate their skills on a global
level.

The Global Education Monitoring Report, published annually
by UNESCO, was released under the theme “Technology
in Education: A Tool on Whose Terms?” in 2023. The MNCU
translated the report into Mongolian and made it accessible
to the public.

Approximately 100 participants attended the event, including
international experts on UNESCQO’s Man and the Biosphere
Programme and the World Heritage Convention, as well as
representatives from Mongolia's UNESCO-registered sites and
relevant national and local authorities.

A notable highlight of the training and discussions was its
slogan, “Let's Reject Single-Use Plastics.” The event was
organized without the use of disposable cups, plates, coffee,
tea, milk, or similar items. Additionally, no packaged water,
beverages, or promotional materials were provided. By
eliminating single-use items, the event successfully prevented
the generation of at least 1,000 plastic containers and other
waste, considering the daily consumption needs of over 100
participants.

Khar-Us Lake National Park was officially designated as a
UNESCO Biosphere Reserve during the 36th session of the
International Coordinating Council of the Man and the Biosphere
Programme, held in Agadir, Morocco, from July 2 to July 5.

Khar-Us Nuur National Park is home to a variety of ecosystems
and endangered wildlife, making it a vital site for biodiversity
conservation. The park features freshwater lakes, deserts,
steppes, and high mountain landscapes, including the Mongol
Altai Mountains with their permanent snowcaps, contributing to
its exceptional natural diversity. The park also serves as a critical
habitat for over 200 migratory bird species that nest and spend
their summers in the area, underscoring its importance for bird
conservation.

The park's lakes, surrounding reeds, canes, wetlands, and other
habitats play a vital role in the region’s biodiversity conservation.
Each of these unique natural environments requires effective
and ongoing conservation efforts. The designation not only
enhances the park’s international conservation significance but
also opens up opportunities for additional funding to support its
protection.

Khar Us Lake National Park is a unique natural area that spans
regions in Myangad, Durgan, Chandmani, Mankhan, and
Buyant soums of Khovd province, covering an expansive area
of 852,997 hectares. This area encompasses the habitats of rare
and endangered species, freshwater lakes, the Gobi Desert,
steppes, and the snow-capped mountains of the Mongolian
Altai. The region plays a crucial role in protecting bird habitats,
safeguarding reeds, sedges, water, and wetlands, and preserving
the unique ecological environments around the lakes.

Khomyn Tal National Park
Parknominated as a UNESCO
biosphere reserve

Khomyn Tal National Park has been nominated to join
UNESCO's World Network of Biosphere Reserves. The
necessary documentation was prepared in collaboration with
relevant organizations and submitted to the Secretariat of
UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme.

Khomyn Tal Biosphere Reserve, located in the Great Lakes
Basin in western Mongolia, spans 618,379 hectares of diverse
landscapes, including deserts, steppes, and mountain ranges.
It serves as a vital habitat for endangered species, such as
the reintroduced Przewalski's horses (Takhi). The reserve is
also home to nomadic pastoralists who rely on its unique
ecosystems for their livelihoods, preserving traditional herding
practices. The conservation of Takhi horses and sustainable
pastoralism align with UNESCO's Man and the Biosphere
Programme, demonstrating how humans and nature can
coexist in one of Mongolia's most remote regions.

By being registered in the World Network of Biosphere
Reserves, the reserve will benefit from UNESCO's support in
efforts to ensure environmental sustainability and improve
the livelihoods of local communities. It will also foster regional
and international cooperation, increase the capacity of the
site’s human resources, and promote participation in regional
and subregional networks, as well as events, conferences, and
training organized by various biosphere reserve networks.

With the support of the UNESCO Regional Office for East
Asia, the Mongolian National Commission for UNESCO, in
cooperation with the Ministry of Family, Labor and Social
Protection of Mongolia, organized a training session titled
“Advancing the Implementation of the UN Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) in Mongolia” on
September 30, 2024, at the UN House.

The training brought together over 70 representatives from
government institutions, including the Secretariat of the State
Great Khural, 16 ministries, the General Police Department, the
National Human Rights Commission, the National Statistics
Office, the Small and Medium Enterprises Development
Agency, and the State Physical Education and Sports
Committee. Participants deepened their understanding
of the rights of persons with disabilities, reviewed the
recommendations issued by the UN Committee on the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities to the Government of Mongolia,
and explored strategies and challenges in implementing
the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
(CRPD).

As part of the initiative, a Handbook on the Recommendations

East Asia focuses on intangible
cultural heritage safeguarding
amidst climate change

The 2024 Sub-Regional Meeting on Safeguarding Intangible
Cultural Heritage in East Asia took place from November 5-6
in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia.

With the theme “The Roles and Risks of Intangible Cultural
Heritage in the Face of Climate Change,” the event was
hosted by the UNESCO Regional Office for East Asia and
the International Information and Networking Centre for
Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under
the auspices of UNESCO (ICHCAP). It was organized by the
Mongolian National Commission for UNESCO and the Ministry
of Culture, Sports, Tourism, and Youth of Mongolia.

The meeting brought together experts, researchers,
and policymakers from the culture, climate change, and
disaster risk reduction (DRR) sectors to develop strategies
for strengthening the safeguarding of intangible cultural
heritage (ICH) against the escalating challenges posed by
climate change in East Asia.

Approximately 40 experts and researchers from Mongolia,
the Republic of Korea, the People's Republic of China, and
Japan attended the conference. They exchanged experiences
on regional issues, including the role of intangible cultural
heritage in mitigating climate change challenges, its
significance in adaptation strategies, and the coordination
and implementation of policies for safeguarding ICH and
addressing climate change.

Presentations and discussions underscored the increasing
risks and negative impacts of climate change on intangible
cultural heritage. The meeting proved to be a significant event
for regional knowledge exchange, fostering strengthened
cooperation in Northeast Asia.

On Wednesday, April 10,2024, the UNESCO Regional Office for
East Asia, the Mongolian National Commission for UNESCO,
and the Ministry of Culture hosted a one-day capacity-building
workshop. The workshop was attended by 75 participants
from civil society and government agencies in the culture and
arts sectors.

The primary aim of the workshop was to disseminate
knowledge about the International Fund for Cultural Diversity
(IFCD). The IFCD, a mechanism under the UNESCO 2005
Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity
of Cultural Expressions, has played a key role in investing in
the cultural and creative industries, empowering countries
in the Global South. Since its inception in 2010, the IFCD has
awarded over US$10 million to 140 projects across 69 countries,
including three projects in Mongolia.

An essential component of the workshop was a group work
session, during which participants were divided into teams
to develop mock project frameworks. One group created
a project to build capacity for musicians and enhance the
distribution of their work; another group planned an online
platform to showcase the talents of visual artists, while
the third group proposed providing opportunities for rural
communities to access theater performances. This hands-
on exercise allowed participants to apply the insights gained
during the workshop, deepening their understanding of the
application process and the practical implementation of IFCD-
supported projects. It also clarified what types of projects are
suitable for submission to the IFCD.

Mongolia joins 12 countries to
inscribe “Nauryz” and registers
“Mongolian Nomadic Rituals” on
the UNESCO representative list of
intangible cultural heritage

The 19th session of the Intergovernmental Committee for
the Safeguarding of the 2003 UNESCO Convention for the
Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage took place in
Asuncién, Paraguay, from December 2 to 7, 2024. During
the session, “Mongol Nomadic Migration and Its Associated
Practices,” nominated by Mongolia, was inscribed on the
UNESCO Representative List of the Intangible Cultural
Heritage of Humanity.

In 2009, Mongolia contributed to the inscription of “Nawrouz,
Novruz, Nowrouz, Nawrouz, Nauryz, Nooruz, Nowruz, Navruz,
Nevruz, Nowruz, Navruz,” a cultural element jointly registered
by 12 countries on the UNESCO Representative List of
Intangible Cultural Heritage. With these recent inscriptions,
Mongolia now has a total of 17 cultural elements recognized
on the list, demonstrating its commitment to preserving and
promoting its intangible cultural heritage.

The 10th “Memory of the World” Regional Committee for Asia-
Pacific (MOWCAP) General Meeting was successfully hosted
by Mongolia from May 6-10, 2024, in Ulaanbaatar. The meeting,
held biennially, aims to foster collaboration within the Asia-
Pacific region on safeguarding, protecting, and preserving
documentary heritage. It also recognizes documentary
heritage of regional significance, maintains registers, and
provides a platform for member states to exchange ideas.

With support from UNESCO’s Bangkok office, the Ministry
of Culture of Mongolia, and other relevant organizations, the
meeting brought together over 70 representatives from 24
countries, with 20 new inscriptions added to the MOWCAP
Regional Register. Additionally, the meeting had the highest
number of foreign participants in attendance.

During this meeting, Mongolia successfully registered two
new inscriptions: “The Family Chart of Hereditary Lords of the
Khalkha Mongols, the House of Genghis Khan,” nominated
by the National Library of Mongolia, and “Mongolia’s First
Postage Stamps, Eldev Ochir,” nominated by Mongol Post.

Every year on September 28, UNESCO celebrates the
International Day for Universal Access to Information. This
year, the event was held on September 27 under the theme
“Expanding Access to Information and Participation of
Government.”
